SETTLEMENT

Explore the third English colony in the New
World with the founder himself. From the first
trading post, Native American interaction, and
battles with the Calverts, learn what Claiborne
was fighting to establish.

HISTORIC SITES OF KENT ISLAND

Take a visual tour of some of Kent Island’s
historic buildings: the Kirwan House &
Museum, the Cray House, old Stevensville
train depot, the bank, and post office. Once
you view them, you’ll want to visit!

CHRISTMAS ON KENT ISLAND

Each community celebrates the Christmas
holidays in unique fashion. Discover how Kent
Islanders, in days of old, welcomed the
holiday spirit with wonderful island traditions
and customs.

KENT ISLAND AND THE WAR OF 1812

The War for Independence is over. Or is it?
British incursions of the Chesapeake in 1813
do impact Kent Island. Privateers and
impressments and occupations...oh my!

From the Chesapeake’s first steamship, to
the building of the Bay Bridge, Kent Island
and steamships were wed. Historic
Captain Woodall of the famous ‘Smokey
Joe’ (Steamship Philadelphia) explores this
nautical marriage.

FARMING ON KENT ISLAND

From tobacco to soybeans, Kent Islanders
grew and still grow valuable crops and raise
livestock. Explore their farming skills, from
plantations to home gardens. Discover how
progress affected the large farms.

KENT ISLAND AND THE CIVIL WAR

Spend time with Elizabeth White Eareckson,
who lived on Kent Island during the ‘War of
Northern Aggression.”’ See how Kent Island
fared during the war called ‘Civil’.

RAILROADS AND KENT ISLAND

Kent island had four train stops during the
railroad heydays. Discover the Isle’s unique
role in commercial and tourist trade, as you
ride its historic rails.

THE OYSTER WARS

Bullets and cannon fodder fly in the waters
surrounding Kent Island, as watermen fight
over ‘King Oyster’. Hunter Davidson, first
commander of Maryland’s Oyster Navy in
1868, explains tonging, dredging, and the
many battles fought for the very desired
‘Chesapeake gold’.
