 General Instructions:  

• All vendors must check in at the check-in table (in front of Kent Island Heritage Center/Peace of 

Cake). You will then be escorted to your numbered location on the map by a KI Day volunteer. 

o Please bring your Vendor Ticket (attached below) or show the ticket from your phone to 

ensure the check-in is done quickly.  

o If you purchased balloons, they will be dropped off at your vendor location once you 

have checked in.  

• Only one vendor is allowed per reserved space. A 10’ X 10’ space will be provided and marked 

with your vendor space number. You may bring a sun canopy, but no tents with sides will be 

allowed. 

• No vehicles will be allowed at vendor setups unless you received prior approval during 

registration.  

o Once you check in, please drive to your space and unload quickly. Once you have 

unloaded, your vehicle must be moved and parked. Estimating 10 to 15 minute 

unloading time per vendor.  

• Parking for vendors will be designated on Cockey Lane (see map) 

• Vendors will not be authorized to pack-up before 4pm. The road will be closed until that time.  

Directions from the Bay Bridge:  

• Take the first exit after crossing the Bay Bridge – Exit 37. 

• At the light at the top of the exit ramp, take a left and go over the overpass (Route 8N).  

• Take the first right between Queenstown Bank and Valero gas station. (Main Street) 

• Take the first left at Love Point Road.  

• Before the stop sign, stop at the check-in table (in front of Kent Island Heritage Center/Peace of 

Cake) 
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Directions from the Eastern Shore:  

• Follow Route 50 towards the Bay Bridge 

• Take exit 37 (the last exit before crossing the Bay Bridge).  

• Bear to the right at the exit ramp. 

• Take the first right between Queenstown Bank and Valero gas station. (Main Street) 

• Take the first left at Love Point Road. 

• Before the stop sign, stop at the check-in table (in front of Peace of Cake)
